What is “Social Media” and “Social Networking”? 
- Internet-based sites and tools that enable people to share information (photos, 

videos, thoughts, ideas, etc), connect with like-minded individuals and create 
community around shared interestscommunity around shared interests

Why should I care? 
- Social networks are the 4th most popular online activity – ahead of personal Social networks are the 4th most popular online activity ahead of personal 

email! *Nielsen Online, March 2009

- It’s not “just for kids” anymore! 
- The greatest growth for Facebook has come from people aged 35-49 years 

of age (+24 1 million) of age (+24.1 million) 
- Facebook has added almost twice as many 50-64 year olds visitors (+13.6 

million) than it has added under 18 year old visitors (+7.3 million) *Nielsen Online, 
March 2009

Most Popular Social Networking Tools
Facebook is a free social networking site that 
connects people to share information, photos and 
similar interests

YouTube is a video sharing site; It is free to view 
videos and free to share videos

LinkedIn is a professional social networking site that 
enables people to connect with current and past 
colleagues and and contacts to share ideas and 
business opportunities

Twitter is a free “micro‐blogging” sites that allows 
people to share short thoughts or messages known as 
“tweets”

Flickr allows people to share photos and videos and 
tag them for easier searching by others



Using These Tools for Your Chapter
